Room Selection Guide

Academic Year 2024-2025

WHAT IS ROOM SELECTION

 Room selection allows students to view and select their Fall room assignment
from the available bed spaces on campus.

e Students who have connected with roommates through the housing application
will remain together and be placed in the same room during selection.

TIMESLOTS

e Every student in the room selection process receives an individual timeslot. This is
the day and time room selection opens for that student in the Housing Portal.

e Timeslots are assigned based on boarding policy obligation, academic credit
hours (returning students), and Housing Application completion date.

e If you are in aroommate group, you still receive individual selection timeslots.
However, the roommate group leader selects the rooms for the other members in
the group once their timeslot arrives.

WHEN YOUR TIMESLOT ARRIVES

e Once your time arrives, you will have access to select your room by revisiting the
Housing Application. This process is typically open for at least one week.

 You will have the chance to select from available rooms in available residence
halls or university-operated apartments (upperclassmen only) based on eligible.






AFTER ROOM SELECTION

e After finishing your room selection using the steps above, you will see a
confirmation page which lists your room/apartment and any roommates. You can
revisit this page anytime by reopening your housing application.

e On the confirmation page, you can Return to the
Homepage of the Housing Portal or select Join a
Wait List using the drop-down at the bottom.

e Joining a Wait List allows you to place your name on one of three available wait
lists for certain room types - including single rooms. As we get closer to August
and have a clearer picture of enrollment totals, we will use Wait Lists to offer
rooms based on availability. Please note:

0 Being on a wait list does not guarantee placement in the corresponding
room type.

0 Room types, especially single rooms, may not become available before Fall.
